CYCLE SATURATION PROJECT

“The hardest part of raising a child is teaching themto ride bicycles. A shaky child on a bicycle for the first time needs both support and
freedom The realisation that this is what the child will always need can hit hard.” Sloan Wison

The first meeting with Southwark Cyclists, Cycle Training UK, and St John's School's very enthusiastic headteacher, Jacinta Coyne,
has been held and two key problem areas were identified:

* Vehicle congestion outside the school when parents drop their children off, and
* the danger for children of walking through the woodlands on their way to and from school.

The aim of the project is to get as many pupils as possible cycling and to the highest level of cycling proficiency, and capable of cycling
on the road. Parents' consent will be needed and letters are going out to them

Two support staff will be trained as instructors, with another two teachers being trained at a later stage. A cycle club will be set up as
an ongoing focus point and a means of encouraging children.

Project launch date: Wednesday, 13th April - 3.30pm to 5.00pm. CTUK will provide instructors to run games and a Dr Bike. Southwark
Cyclists will arrange publicity and specially invited guests, and information packs.

18th April to 17th June. Cycle training - further details to be issued once consent forms have been received from parents.

The whole project is really fascinating for all involved, particularly as there has been tremendous buy-in from St John's, Cycle Training
UK, Southwark Cycles and, most importantly, the children themselves.

While the core project is well funded and being run very smoothly by CTUK, we do need some help in ensuring that the children have a
bicycle shed to match the quality of the training that they will receive. Ideally, we would like to install a state of the art bike shed like the
wonderful cages at Barnes Wetlands Centre, which cost about £5,000. Any suggestions for

sources of funding for this would be very well welcome, as would ideas for the launch event at the school.

For the next exciting instalment of this project, watch this space.
