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Cllr Richard Thomas (LibDem Chaucer Ward, Exec Member for Environment & Transport) congratulated Southwark Cyclists on 
the amount of funding they have raised and suggested that other boroughs’  cycling groups might be envious of our “pulling”power! 
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BIKE WEEK 2005  
 
“Bike Week keeps getting bigger” said the footnote on our very effective 
lilac Bike Week leaflet. We'd organised bike hire discounts with On Your 
Bike (only 100 metres from Southwark Needle where most of our rides 
meet) as well as several two-hour maintenance classes with them pre-
Bike Week.  
 
We also organised six confidence building training sessions in Burgess 
Park with CTUK before the week too. Our bannered evening stall 
outside Evans at the Needle was there on seven evenings and we 
probably handed out 1,000 leaflets to passing bikers and pedestrians. 
We printed 3,000 leaflets in all and they were also picked up in OYB, 
Evans, the Vinopolis Tourist Info Centre, on bikes parked outside the 
Barbican and elsewhere. We organised a fairly amazing 14 events in 
the week itself.  
 
The Putney/Woolwich ferry ride was a 45 mile first. About 25 people 
started it, a dozen did the whole thing. The fun day at Burgess Park had 
food, stunt riding, Patrick's sound system, Bike Fix fixing; 10 were on 
the Green Garter ride; 20 on the Putney afterworker; 10 border-
patrolled; 180 at the wonderfully wet Globe breakfast; 13 started the 
Monster afterworker but 6 got lost within the first 100 yards, and 8 went  

 
 
on the easier version. A dozen Erith-sunsetted in the most relaxed “we 
don't care what time we get home” ride of the week. Two turned up at 
Cuttle Fish Gardens for the Billingsgate Breakfast; 10 for the Royal 
Parks afterworker; 15 Locked, Docked;14 did the treasure hunt and 4 
won Deller T's. About 20 at the Greenwich Park picnic; and 200 
Midsummer Madnessed on the Tuesday after.  About 70% of people on 
rides were new faces. The stall worked really well, and whilst leafleting 
at the traffic lights, Adam put on a brave face when propositioned by 
White Van Man!  
 
The classes were a great idea but we didn't get the right publicity out 
soon enough. The events were a fine eclectic mix. Thanks to Eleanor 
and Rebecca for the leaflet and the classes; to Karen, Andrew and Kit 
for leading rides; to Ten, Sue and Adam for stalling almost every 
session; to Che at SEA, Jane at CTUK, Brenton at Burgess Park; Roger 
and Carole at the good old Council and to everyone else who helped.

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CYCLE SATURATION  
 
St John’s RC Primary School in Rotherhithe 
– 5 adults (2 teaching assistants) will be 
trained to ensure that the school can 
contribute to its own training needs over the 
coming years; cycle parking spaces have 
increased to 60. We are applying for funding 
from Southwark Council for a secure cage to 
cover the bikes. 

Although the project is ongoing the members 
of the steering group are already convinced of 
the efficacy of the approach and the value for 
money that a relatively modest sum has 
achieved in the crucial matter of getting more 
children cycling. The evidence can be seen 
from the fact that around 60+ bicycles are 
parked at the school most days, overflowing 
the cycle racks, compared to around 8-10 
cycles seen before the project.  

 
A post-training survey will be conducted to 
confirm our initial conclusions, which will be 
matched up against the pre-training survey.  
 
Parents appear to be very enthusiastic and 
there will be ongoing events throughout 
the summer, as well as the formation of an 
after-school cycle club.
