After getting a £20,000 grant from Rotherhithe Community Council,
the Cycle Saturation project was launched on the sunny afternoon of
13 April at St John® School, Rotherhithe. Three professional trainers
from Cycle Training UK fine-tuned lots of bike on demand at their Dr
Bike surgery. About 50 pupils had a training session with bike games
too.

The project runs all summer. 60% of pupils are now down for training
as are several teachers and more parents. There®a free Bike
Breakfast for everyone who cycles to school on 24 May, a Bike Week

Afternoon on 16 June, the Rotherhithe Festival Beatiful Bike Ride
on 3 July, lots of school training events and more. Get the latest
details from our website.

The project is a real partnership between St John® School and
Southwark Cyclists. Southwark Cyclists are using Cycle Training UK
to provide professional training and event management and
Sustainable Energy Action to provide overall steering and before and
after reporting.
